Now, therefore, ba.sed on the forego­
ing a.nd 41 CFR part 60-4, ea.ch con­
tra.cting agency, ea.ch applicant, a.nd 
ea.ch contra.ctor sha.11 include the ap­
propriate goal set forth in appendix A 
a.nd ·appendix B in a.11 invitations for 
bids or other solicitations for federally 
involved construction contra.cts in 
excess of $10,000. The goals in appen­
dix A hereby are established on a na­
tionwide basis a.s the standards for 
female utilization for a.11 trades. 

Appendix B established the goals for 
minority utilization which sha.11 be ap­
plicable for the respective a.rea.s set 
forth in appendix B. 

Appendix A a.nd Appendix B shall be 
effective with respect to transa.ctions 
for which the invitations for bids or 
other solicitations or amendments 
thereto are sent on or after May 8, 
1978.
