SUMMARY: The Rural Utili-
ties Service (RUS) intends to
hold a public scoping meeting
and prepare an Environmental
Assessment (EA) to meet its re-
sponsibilities under the Na-
tional Environmental Policy
Act (NEPA), the Council on
Environmental Quality’s regu-
lations  for  implementing
NEPA (40 CFR  Parts

Procedures (7 CFR Part 1794)
in connection with potential
impacts related to a proposal
by Tuming Point Solar LLC.
The proposal consists of con-
structing a 499 megawatl
(MW) ground-mounted solar
photovoltaic generating facility
in Noble County, Ohio. Tum-
ing Point Solar LLC is request-
ing that RUS provide a loan or
loan guarantee for the pro-
posal.

DATES: RUS will conduct a
public scoping meeling in an
open-house format on Thurs-
day, July 14, 2011, from 5to 9
p-m. at: Caldwell Elementary
School, 44350 Fairground
Road, Caldwell, Ohio 43724.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFOR-
MATION: Tuming Point So-
lar LLC proposes to construct a
499 MW solar generating fa-
cility in Brookfield Township,
Noble County, Ohio. The pro-
posal involves the installation
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of high-efficiency monocry-
stalline  photovoltaic panels
mounted on fixed solar racking
equipment and the construction
of access roads, a powerhouse,
transmission  improvements,
and other supporting facilities.
The applicant’s proposed site
for the proposal is located eight
miles northwest of Caldwell,
Ohio, on approximately 771
acres of reclaimed strip-mined
land owned by Columbus
Southem Power Company and
Ohio Power Company, collec-
tively American Electric Power
Ohio (*AEP Ohio™). The land
was mincd by the Central Ohio
Coal Company between 1969
and 1991, after which time it
was reclaimed. The proposed
generating facility would inter-
connect to AEP Ohio’s South
Cumberland 69kV substation,

subject to completion of the
PIJM Generation Interconnec-
tion application process.

Among the allematives that
RUS will address in the EA is
the No Action altemative, un-
der which the proposal would
not be undertaken. In the EA,
the effects of the proposal will
be compared to the existing
conditions in the proposal area.
Public health and safety, envi-
ronmental impacts, and engi-
neering aspects of the proposal
will be considered in the EA.

RUS is the lead federal
agency, as defined at 40 CFR
1501.5, for preparation of the
EA. With this Notice, feder-
ally recognized Native Ameri-
can Trbes and federal agencies
with jurisdiction or special ex-
pertise are invited to be coop-
erating agencies. Such tribes

or agencies may make a re-
quest to RUS to be a cooperat-
ing agency by contacting the
RUS contact provided in this
Notice. Designated cooperat-
ing agencies have certain re-
sponsibilities to support the
NEPA process, as specified at
40 CFR 1501.6(b). As part
of its broad environmental re-
view process, RUS must take
into account the effect of the
proposal on historic propertics
in accordance with Section 106
of the National Historic Preser-
vation Act (Section 106) and
its implementing regulation,
“Protection of Historic Proper-
ties’” (36 CFR part 800). Pur-
suant to 36 CFR 800.2(d)(3),
RUS is using its procedures for
public  involvement under
NEPA to meet its responsibili-
ties to solicit and consider the

views of the public during Sec-
tion 106 review. Accordingly,
comments submitted in re-
sponse to scoping will inform
RUS decision-making in its
Section 106 review process.
Any party wishing to partici-
patc more dircctly with RUS as
a “consulting party” in Section
106 review may submit a writ-
ten request to the RUS contact
provided in this Notice.
RUS will use input provided by
government agencies, private
organizations, and the public in
the preparation of the EA. The
EA will be available for review
and comment for 30 days. If
RUS finds, based on thc EA,
that the proposal will not have
a significant effect on the qual-
ity of the human environment,
RUS will prepare a Finding of
No Significant Impact
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(FONSID). Notification of the RUS related to the proposal ) M

EA and FONSI will be pub-
lished in the Federal Register
and in newspapers with circu-
lation in the proposal’s area. If
substantive comments are re-
ceived on the EA, RUS may
provide an additional period
(15 days) for public review fol-
lowing the publication of its
FONSI. When appropriate to
carry out the purposes of
NEPA, RUS may impose, on a
case-by-case basis, additional
requirements associated with
the preparation of an EA. If at
any point in the preparation of
an EA, RUS determines that
the proposal will have a signifi-
cant effcct on the quality of the
human environment, the prepa-
ration of an Environmental Im-
pact Statement will be re-
quired. Any final action by

will be subject to, and contin-
gent upon, compliance with all
relevant exccutive orders and
federal, state, and local envi-
ronmental laws and regulations
in addition to the completion of
the environmental review re-
quirements as prescribed in
RUS’s Environmental Policies
and Procedures, 7 CFR Part
1794, as amended.
